This will house the new Prep
class, and will contain wet and dry areas, a
kitchen and a quiet area.

Staff for the Prep class will include an Early
Childhood teacher, a full-time assistant
teacher, music, technology and physical
education teachers.

The daily programme will be written

to meet the requirements of the Early
Years Curriculum, which is designed to
cater specifically for Prep students.The
activities will be fun and engaging, with high
educational value.
